A message from Protocol Chairman, Dawn Ratcliff

The year is passing quickly and it is time to plan for Region Conference.  It is the responsibility of the Protocol Chairman to make sure that all the officers, guests and members are seated in the correct order.  As Protocol Chairman, you can make your layouts of each function ahead of time.  Then just before the conference, you insert the names of who will be at what position at the tables.

Did you know that Government officials take precedence over all ITC officers?  Do you know the rank of precedence of the ITC officers?  The selection of persons to be seated at the head table is determined by two factors:  the size of the group and the number of individuals to be honored.  Keep the size of the table with the number in the audience.  You can always use honor tables instead of having an extra large head table.  For further information about seating arrangements, ranking and other details about Protocol, refer to the POWERtalk Master Manual Section 6, Organization Basics #11 or Section 9.1, Protocol Manual.
